...Como sabéis, el papel es uno de mis materiales preferido porque es poroso, fragil y estd vivo. Es punk.
También lo es el collage y, como idea, es estructuralmente fundamental a la hora de pensar en mi trabajo. El
collage implica movimiento y cambio. Es un enfoque radical donde habita el caos y la ruptura. Volviendo a él,
supongo, porque refleja mi pensamiento y cémo me relaciono con el mundo que me rodea.

Los trabajos que rondan en mi mente ahora mismo se hacen eco de esto y sin duda de los acontecimientos
de este ultimo afo...!!!...

...Me interesan las cadenas asociativas y el recorrido que esto implica...

...Nuestro trabajo parte del papel y lo hemos utilizado con frecuencia, pero ahora trabajamos con la madera,
intentando tratarla como si fuera un dibujo, buscando el movimiento, como dijiste, y los continuos cambios
dentro de los patrones organicos que derivan del dibujo y se convierten en un nuevo material...

...lo que creemos saber y lo que sabemos, entre realidad y ficcion. También nos sentimos muy unidos con
ese pensamiento. Trabajamos con la dualidad, la ausencia y la presencia, lo vacio y lo lleno... en esta ocasion
estamos trabajando con lo que no se ve pero estd ahi y esta sucediendo. Por ejemplo, sabes lo que sucede
sobre tu mesa de trabajo pero... équé ocurre debajo de ella?...

...Me gusta mucho la fragilidad poética de estas obras y el humor absurdo latente en el juego...

...hablando del papel como medio fragil y vivo del collage como movimiento y cambio, hemos rescatado unos
trozos de papel que estamos intentando convertir en un material rigido (solo un poco) que se mantendra
erguido y nos permitird modelarlo. Estas piezas (que se mueven y se despliegan) estdn compuestas por dos
cuerpos que se adaptan y modifican su forma, reiterando la doble figura, buscando una armonia antagdnica.
Al igual hacen referencia a la obra de nuestro admirado Daniel Medalla y sus Cloud Canyons, piezas en cons-
tante cambio que hablan de la memoria y su entorno...

...hay un riff performativo que me gusta... un elemento de juego del que disfruto mucho...

...Algunas obras estdn compuestas por diferentes piezas que se ensamblan de manera secuencial aportan-
dole un sentido ludico y fluido...

Estos trabajos juntos pueden verse como un espectaculo inquieto de imagenes y motivos, abstracciones,

paisajes, figuras y garabatos de mi mente... como una animacion surrealista del aflo que hemos pasado...

...As you may know, the medium of paper is a favourite of mine because it’s porous and fragile and alive. It’s
punk. So is collage and, as a form, it is central to the way | think about my work. Collage implies movement
and change. It’s a radical approach that inhabits chaos and rupture. | keep returning to it, | guess, because it
reflects how | think and sample and relate to the world around me.

The works that are forming in my mind at the moment echo this and no doubt the events of this last year...!1!...
..I'm interested in associative chains and the journey this implies...

...Our work starts from paper and we have worked a lot with it but now we are working within wood and
trying to treat it like a drawing, looking for movement, as you said, and continuous changes within organic
patterns that derives from the drawing and become a new material...

...what we think we know and what we don’t know, between figuration and abstraction. We feel really close
with that thought as well. We work with the duality, absence and presence, empty and full... in this occasion
we are working with what you can’t see but it’s there and it’s happening. For example, you know what ha-
ppens above your job table but...what happens below it?...

| really like the poetic fragility of these works and the absurdist humor latently at play...

...talking about paper as a fragile and alive medium, collage as movement and change, we have rescued some
pieces made of paper which we are trying to become in a rigid material (just a bit) that will rise and allow us
to model with it. These pieces (that move and that unfold) are composed of two bodies that adapt to each
other and modify their shape, reiterating the double figure, consonance of opposites. These pieces also allu-
de to the work of our admired David Medalla and his Cloud Canyons, constantly changing pieces which talk
about the memory and his environment.

...there is a performative riff to it which | like...an element of play that | enjoy very much...

...Some works are composed of assembled parts in sequential order which imbue these works with a sense
of play and flow...

The works together can be viewed as a restless spectacle of images and motifs, abstractions, landscapes,

figures and scribbles from my mind...like an animation from a very surreal past year...

...also when you talk about assembled, play and flow.

Julia Fuentesal and Pablo M. Arenillas studied at the University of Fine Arts in Seville. Their work explores the
ludic dimension of artistic practice as the production of signs whose topology requires the participation of
the viewer to complete the configuration of their open compositions.

Accordingly, in their pieces, autobiographical aspects intersect with formal resources like double illustrations
and repetition, including chance as an essential component of what is at stake and which, precisely because
of this, remains inconclusive.

TTheir work has been awarded by the Community of Madrid-DKV, with the project Bright Cover / Slim margin
(2020), as well as the program of the space Iniciarte in Seville (2015) and the Blueproject Foundation (2018)
with a residency that concludes in the exhibition GameShow / PlayShow. They have also taken part in diffe-
rent exhibitions such as ¢ Qué sienten, qué piensan los artistas andaluces de ahora? at the CAAC in Sevilla and
recently at the Main Space of the Luis Adelantado gallery with their exhibition La resistencia del ello / Azul
como una naranja. Finally, they have participated in fairs such as ARCO and Artissima.
